Why test for hearing loss?

, detected at the earliest age possible. Speech impediments such as lisping and stuttering, late

|- 3 C speech development, lack of concentration, social isolation, learning disabilities, and allergies can all
indicate a hearing loss and if exhibited by a child it is vital that a hearing loss is diagnosed or
excluded. Hearing loss can be caused by middle ear infections and a child who has ear infections
frequently therefore needs to be tested on a regular basis. This problem of ear infections is
aggravated in warm countries such as South Africa by frequent swimming in chlorinated swimming
pools. Due to exposure to extreme audio levels as e.g. encountered in the discos and with a
“walkman” the hearing of many adolescents is also negatively effected and may therefore also

f f S ( When should a child be tested?
Ideally a screening test should be done as soon as a child is able to understand and react to the
L testing procedures. This is most commonly between the ages of three and a half and 4 years. But if
parents notice any of the above symptoms before this age a specialist should be contacted
immediately. The next test should be conducted just before the child begins primary school, at the
age of around six to seven. Obviously it is important to constantly look out for symptoms of a
hearing loss in children and to contact a specialist inmediately if there is any suspicion of hearing
problems. It is therefore advised to regularly check for peace of mind.

Results of testing

| have been working as an audiometrist in schools for more than 30 years, carrying out screening
tests, and have on average referred about 10% of the children to specialists because of hearing
deficiencies.

The sooner a hearing loss is detected and addressed in a child, the better he or she will do
overall. Therefore universal ing of hearing has to be strongly advised.
